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Welcome to the Student
Module 1 of “How to Download and Install Internet Applications” will introduce you to concepts that are necessary to your understanding of downloading and installing applications from the Internet.  Your first topic will be creating an optimized directory structure for downloading, storing and extracting files from the Internet.  Your second topic will be on the most popular way of transferring files on the Internet using the downloadable software application Winzip.   In addition this module will explain the different file formats that can be downloaded from the Internet and provide actual learning by doing.

Each section in the module begins with an objective.  Read the objective and then study and complete the material that follows.  Each section is followed by a review.  The answers for the review questions are also answered in the answer key.  Only move to a new objective after you feel confident.

Objective 1 – Directory Structure:
Given a computer you will be able to create an optimized directory structure for downloading, storing and extracting files from the Internet.

The importance of directory structure:
One of the most common mistakes for beginners downloading files from the Internet is not knowing the location of a file that has been downloaded.  It is common to hear novice Internet users say “Where is the file on my hard drive?”.

Creating an optimized directory structure:
Many individuals have different thoughts as to what would be the best way to organize a hard drive for downloading applications from the Internet.  In this module the following structure will be used (see figure 1).

You will need to create 3 folders one titled install, with 2 sub-directories titled done and todo.  The first main folder or directory named “install” will be easy to find and remember the second folder “todo” will hold files that have been downloaded or in the process of download.  The third folder “done” is really useful for storing those files that you have installed and would like to keep either to share with friends or to re-install if required.

Review – Directory Structure:
Being that you already have basic Windows 95 skills create the folders as shown in figure 1 on your computer system.  This is a very simply yet extremely important exercise as the directory structure you have set up will be referred back to again and again each and every time you download anything from the Internet.

Create a Folder Titled:  c:\install

Create a Folder Titled:  c:\install\todo

Create a Folder Titled:  c:\install\done

Objective 2 - Downloading:
You will download a file containing the software program “Winzip” and save it in the correct sub-directory folder titled “todo”.  You will be able to identify different file compression types and the explain the difference between both file types.

About Downloading:
To Download:
This is the process of coping data (usually an entire file) from a main source to a peripheral device. The term is often used to describe the process of copying a file from an online service (Internet/World Wide Web) or bulletin board service (BBS) to one's own computer.

File Compression Format Type (A) - *.zip:

A file downloaded from the Internet named for example “test.zip” will be a compressed file specifically created to enable faster download of the software from the Internet.  In this module you will be shown how to uncompress a file using a software program titled “Winzip”.  After you install “Winzip” if you double click onto a file named ”test.zip” you will automatically open the “Winzip Application” you will then see a list of files to be extracted.  All you have to do is click on the extract button and select the c:\install directory to place all the required files for installation.

Take note: It is important to remember after the successful extraction and setup of an application to delete these files located in c:\install as you will need this space empty before extracting another application to be installed.

File Compression Format Type (B) - *.exe:

A file downloaded from the Internet named for example “test.exe” will either be a self extracting file or the entire program ready to be used.  If a file is self extracting, when you double click on the file you will be asked if you wish to extract files to begin the installation of the application.

Take note: Write down the name of the directory or folder being targeted to place the extracted files as you will find the setup or install program in that directory.

The Steps of Downloading Winzip:
Step 1

You will now visit the main website for “Winzip” to download the latest copy of the software.  The webpage is located at the following url:   http://www.winzip.com
Step 2

How to identify the correct area on the webpage to begin the download process.  It is important to read the webpage screen carefully outlined below is the correct location for you to begin.
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The Steps of Downloading Winzip:
Step 3

After you click the location shown above you will be brought to a new webpage which shows a link titled download Winzip 7.0 SR-1 for Windows 95, 98 & NT.  All webpages contain information that you will be required to read carefully in order to click and proceed to a final link to begin a download.

You are now ready to begin the download process.

The Steps of Downloading Winzip:
Step 4
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At this point you will see the file download window, sHotwordStyle=BookDefault; elect the 'Save this program to disk' option as shown and click 'OK'.  This window will normally appear for  all files that you will attempt to download.

Step 5

The 'Save as' screen will ask you where you want to save the file. When downloading any files to be installed always save the file to the c:\install\todo folder.
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The Steps of Downloading Winzip:
Step 6

A final window will pop up showing the status of your download. During the download process you will see the screen indicating the estimated time of arrival for the file which is being downloaded.  This window will look the same for any files that you will download in the future.

Objective 3 – Installation / Setup:
You will install the “Winzip Application” using the file that you have previously downloaded to the sub-directory folder titled “todo”.  You will be able to answer  2 questions  one on file compression, the difference between file extracting and installation.
About Install or Setup:
Extracting:
When the software application has been extracted you can install or setup the application using a file named “setup.exe, install.exe, other_file_name.exe or other_file_name.com”.  From this point all programs require that you follow the on screen instructions as all setup or installation programs are different.  To begin an installation while in Windows 95, goto start, run, browse and go the correct drive and double click on one of these file types (normally setup.exe)
Install / Setup:
Is the extracting of compressed files from a (cdrom, diskette or other source) into a uncompressed form of information that can be used by your computer.  During this process many installations or setup programs require writing temporary files to your hard drive to enable effective installation or setup of a program.  Most Windows Applications come with a program called setup.exe or install.exe, which installs the software on the computer's hard disk. 
For example: Winzip is in a compressed format to enable faster download of the software from the Internet.  You will be required to extract the file before you can install the software application.

Applications:
Software (also called end‑user programs) includes database programs, word processors, and spreadsheets.  Figuratively speaking, applications software sits on top of systems software because it is unable to run without the operating system (Windows 95) and system utilities. 

Pkzip:
One of the most widely used file compression methods.  PKZIP was developed by PKWARE, Inc. in 1989 and distributed as shareware.  Files that have been compressed using PKWARE are said to be zipped.  Decompressing them is called unzipping.  The PK stands for Phillip Katz, the author of the programs. 
The Steps of Installing Winzip:
Step 1
Please go to your start button located at the lower left of your screen, select run, then the correct sub-directory as indicated below
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Step 2
Once you have selected the Winzip icon, the Winzip 7.0 Setup screen will popup.  HotwordStyle=BookDefault; 
It will instruct you to click the setup button to begin the installation process.  A similar effect will occur when setting up other applications.

Step 3
The second Winzip setup screen HotwordStyle=BookDefault; will now ask where you want to place the winzip program. The default folder is (c:\winzip) for our install we will be using the default folder.  Click 'OK' to proceed.  
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The Steps of Installing Winzip:
Step 4
You will be prompted by another setup screen.  This screen will list some of the features included with the Winzip Program and will instruct you to click on 'Next' to continue.

Step 5
The License and Agreement Warranty Disclaimer will now ask if you agree to the terms of the agreement.  If you say no the program will exit.  It is advisable to click on 'Yes' and to read the agreement at some point.  Many Applications have a License and Agreement Warranty that you are required to say yes to before continuing with your install.

Step 6
You will now be asked which version of Winzip you would like to have installed on the next Winzip Setup screen. (Winzip Classic or Winzip Wizard) for our demonstration we have selected a Winzip Classic Setup.

The Steps of Installing Winzip:
Step 7
The next Winzip Setup screen will ask how you if you want the program to handle the setup. (Express Setup or Custom Setup)

Express setup is recommended - as Custom Setup is for advanced users.  If you feel you can handle the Custom Setup features you really don't need this training module.

Step 8
Check your menu to see if the installation has been successful.
